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Your passport/travel document contains a vignette (visa sticker), which you will use to travel to the 
UK. The vignette is valid for 30 days. If you do not arrive in the UK within this 30 day period you will 
need to apply for a vignette transfer, the fee for which can be found at www.gov.uk/visa-fees.  

What you must do after arrival in the UK
Details of your permission will be on your Biometric Residence Permit (BRP). You must collect 
your BRP from the following collection point before your vignette expires or within 10 days of 
arriving in the UK, whichever is the later. If you fail to do so, you may be subject to a financial 
penalty or a reduction or cancellation of your leave. 

If you leave the UK before you collect your BRP you may experience delays at the border upon 
your return, while further checks are made.
